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There are two parts to the exam: a take home essay and an in-class one. The take home essay must be submitted upon entrance to the exam. 

Part One: Sound and Music Critique (bring this to the exam)

In this essay, examine parallel, contrapuntal and associative forms of music and how they work to help the audience “see” a film better. Explain how film director Mike Nichols uses sound and music to help the viewer watch The Graduate.

Part Two: Film Critique (Second Hour)

After viewing the short film shown in class, write a review which shows how the director effectively communicates a message to the audience. 

· Make the subject of the essay the director, not you or any of the characters.
· Identify the director’s message (theme) in the film.
· Explain how the film is both told to you and shown to you.
· Focus on how (style) that message was conveyed to the film viewer. 
· Be sure to include in your review all of the elements of film that you learned during the semester, like camera shots, rules of composition, editing, montage, pure cinema, sound and music.
